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XXII INTERNATIONAL PRESS RALLY
HISTORIC RALLY REGULATIONS
1. Participant‘s registration is on 1st of June 2017 (19.30-21.30) and on 2nd of June (6.30-9.00) in Kaunas (exact place will be clear before rally). The road books will be issued at the same time. 

2. Briefing for 1st leg will be on 2nd of June 2017 (9.00-9.30) in Kaunas.

3. Briefing for 2nd leg will be on 3rd of June (9.00-9.30) at hotel Atostogu parkas in Palanga.

4. Rally start: 2nd of June 2017, 10.00 at City square in Kaunas

5. Rally finish: 3rd of June 2017, 15.00 at Vytauto street in Palanga

6. Publication of official results and prize ceremony will be held on June 3, 2017 19.00 at hotel Atostogu parkas in Palanga.

7. A crew must have a photo camera or other device to make good photos and a device with satellite navigation.       
1. ORGANIZATION

1. Rally is organized according to regulations in this document

3. GENERAL CONDITIONS

1. Track length: 448 km (according to GPS Magellan eXplorist 510). Road surface: 447 km asphalt

2. Detail tracks, places to visit, tasks and all information will be provided in the roadbook.

4. CARS

1. Cars must be manufactured until 1986. Vehicles can be original or restored, but the construction and visual appearance must be original. Cars should not be used for daily driving and can be admitted as cultural or technical heritage. They must obey to Lithuania’s road traffic rules of 2016.
5. ADVERTISEMENT

1. Adverts provided by the organizers of Press rally 2017 are mandatory. Organizer grants enough advertisement stickers or other advert equipment for all participants.

6. RALLY
1. Official timetable will be published in rally’s official board. Crews which had to withdraw from the rally must inform the clerk of the course. If a crew is involved in an accident, a member of the crew must call emergency 112 and inform clerk of the course.

2. Organizer sets starting order and time gaps between participants.
3. Crews who intentionally interference other participants are disqualified.
7. TIME CONTROL
1. All time control locations are marked with internationally recognized signs
2. Participants must obey to instructions given by time control stewards.

8. RESULTS

1. The final result is a sum of all MS (mandatory stages) results and penalties. If some crews get same results, the priority is given to the one who got fewer penalties. If results are equal after that, priority is given to the crew which car is older. All results are published in rally’s official board.

9. PENALTIES

1. Penalties in slalom tracks:

1. False start – 10 s.

2. Overthrown cone – 5 s.

3. Non compliance of “base” – 5 s.
4. Driving not according to SS – 1.5*worst time in class

2. Other penalties: late arrival to time control – 10 seconds per every minute. For example, if you have 30 minutes to go from one time control location to another and you arrive after 33 minutes, you get 30 seconds penalty.

3. 5 seconds per failing to accomplish one task written in the roadbook. Two tasks avoided – 10 seconds and etc.

4. Driving not according to roadbook is penalized by steward’s decision.
10.  AWARD CEREMONY

1. Top three crews in every class are awarded with diplomas and trophies, prizes provided by sponsors.

2. Absence in the award ceremony eliminates the right for prizes.
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
